RISULTATI 2023 EU-WIDE STRESS TEST
FINECO TRA LE MIGLIORI BANCHE IN EUROPA

Il Gruppo FinecoBank ha partecipato per la prima volta al 2023 EU-wide stress test condotto dalla Banca
Centrale Europea (BCE) e dall’Autorita Bancaria Europea (EBA), in collaborazione con la Banca d’ltalia e il
Comitato Europeo per il Rischio Sistemico (CERS).

| risultati dell’esercizio di stress test confermano la solidita patrimoniale di FinecoBank: I'impatto sui
coefficienti patrimoniali, inferiore a 300 bps nello scenario avverso, colloca il Gruppo tra le prime tre banche
italiane sottoposte all’esercizio di stress test e tra le migliori in Europa.

Lo scenario avverso dello stress test & stato definito da BCE/CERS e copre un orizzonte temporale di tre anni
(2023-2025). Lo stress test & stato condotto in base a un’ipotesi di bilancio statico a dicembre 2022 e, quindi,
non considera strategie aziendali e iniziative gestionali future. Di conseguenza, non rappresenta una
previsione della redditivita di FinecoBank.

2023 EU-WIDE STRESS TEST RESULTS
FINECO AMONG THE BEST EUROPEAN BANKS

FinecoBank was subject for the first time to the 2023 EU-wide stress test conducted by the European Banking
Authority (EBA) and by the European Central Bank (ECB), in cooperation with the Bank of Italy and the
European Systemic Risk Board (ESRB).

The results of the stress test exercise confirm FinecoBank's solid capital position: the impact on capital
adequacy ratios, lower than 300 bps in the adverse scenario, places the Group among the top three Italian

banks and among the best European banks.

FinecoBank fully loaded Common Equity Tier 1 ratio (CET1 ratio) resulting from the stress test stands at:

Baseline scenario 23.6% 26.7% 29.6%
Adverse scenario 21.2% 22.1% 22.9%

compared to 20.8% as of 31 December, 2022.

The stress test exercise's results confirm the sustainability of FinecoBank's diversified, low-risk and capital-
light business model.

The results of the 2023 EU-wide stress test will be used by the competent authorities in the assessment of
FinecoBank’s ability to meet applicable prudential requirements under stressed scenarios, in the context of
the Supervisory Review and Evaluation Process (SREP).

The adverse stress test scenario was developed by the ECB/ESRB and covers a three-year time horizon (2023-
2025). The stress test has been carried out applying a static balance sheet assumption as of December 2022,
and therefore does not consider future business strategies and management actions. As such, it does not
represent a forecast of FinecoBank’s profitability.
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
