RISULTATI 2025 EU-WIDE STRESS TEST

FINECO TRA LE MIGLIORI BANCHE IN EUROPA

Il Gruppo FinecoBank ha partecipato al 2025 EU-wide stress test condotto dalla Banca Centrale Europea (BCE)
e dall’Autorita Bancaria Europea (EBA), in collaborazione con la Banca d’ltalia e il Comitato Europeo per il
Rischio Sistemico (CERS).

| risultati dell’esercizio di stress test confermano la solidita patrimoniale di FinecoBank. In entrambi gli scenari
analizzati — Baseline e Avverso — non si rilevano impatti negativi sui coefficienti patrimoniali della Banca. In
particolare, il CET1 Ratio evidenzia un andamento crescente anche nello scenario Avverso, posizionando il
Gruppo tra le migliori banche in Europa sottoposte all’esercizio. Tali risultati si pongono in continuita con
guanto emerso dallo stress test EU-wide del 2023, rafforzando ulteriormente la reputazione di FinecoBank
come istituto solido e resiliente.

Lo stress test e stato condotto in base a un’ipotesi di bilancio statico a dicembre 2024 e, quindi,
non considera strategie aziendali e iniziative gestionali future. Di conseguenza, non rappresenta una
previsione della redditivita di FinecoBank.

2025 EU-WIDE STRESS TEST RESULTS
FINECO AMONG THE BEST EUROPEAN BANKS

FinecoBank participated in the 2025 EU-wide stress test conducted by the European Banking Authority (EBA)
and by the European Central Bank (ECB), in cooperation with the Bank of Italy and the European Systemic
Risk Board (ESRB).

The results of the stress test exercise confirm FinecoBank's strong capital position. Under both the Baseline
and Adverse scenario, the Bank recorded no negative impacts on its capital ratios. Notably, the CET1
increased even in an the Adverse scenario, positioning the Bank among the best-performing banks in Europe
within the scope of the exercise.

This outcome is consistent with the results of the 2023 EU-wide stress test, further reinforcing FinecoBank's
reputation as a solid and resilient institution.

FinecoBank fully loaded Common Equity Tier 1 ratio (CET1 ratio) resulting from the stress test stands at:

The results also confirm the sustainability of FinecoBank's diversified, low-risk and capital-light business
model. Moreover, the outcomes of the 2025 EU-wide stress test will be used by the competent authorities
as part of the Supervisory Review and Evaluation Process (SREP) to assess the Bank’s ability to meet
applicable prudential requirements under stressed scenarios.

The adverse stress test scenario was developed by the ECB/ESRB and covers a three-year time horizon (2025-
2027). The stress test was conducted using a static balance sheet assumption as of December 2024, and
therefore does not consider future business strategies and management actions. As such, it should not be
interpreted as a forecast of FinecoBank’s future profitability.
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2 Figures have been restated applying the Capital Requirements Regulation 3 (CRR3 restatement effect), as requested
by the stress test methodology. Pre-CRR3 CET1 Ratio as of December 31st, 2024 is equal to 25.91%.
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
